What to Do if You Are Questioned, Arrested or Detained by
Immigration and Other Law Enforcement

IMMIGRANTS WHO ARE STOPPED, ARRESTED OR DETAINED by
Immigration or other law enforcement have certain rights. But non-
citizens without status must be especially careful when encountering law
enforcement in the United States or at the border. If you encounter law
enforcement at work, on the street, after a traffic stop, or at home, you usually
have the same constitutional rights as U.S. citizens. You may have fewer rights
when interacting with law enforcement agents at the border or an airport.
Disclaimer: This Know Your Rights resource provides general information. It is not
legal advice. It is not tailored to your situation. Talk to an immigration lawyer for
legal advice about your specific situation. If you encounter Immigration or law
enforcement, it is important to stay calm and remember this general
information:

Who might try to ask me about my immigration status?

« ANY law enforcement agent may try to ask you questions
about your background, immigration status, family members and
colleagues, among other topics. This includes not just Immigration,
but also local and state police and federal agents from several different
law enforcement agencies.

« ‘Immigration’ usually refers to Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (ICE) and Customs and Border Patrol (CBP). ICE and
CBP are in charge of immigration enforcement within the United
States and at the border, respectively. ICE agents often impersonate
‘police’ by wearing police badges, tactical gear, and other police
indicia, and by announcing themselves as police.
